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NOTE FOR THE USER OF THE INDEX

Source for indexing the entries were the titles of the papers and announcements. In those cases
where the information should be classified chronologically, the content of each article was used in
addition.

In the catalogue of papers and announcements the entries are given in alphabetical order
according to author. Where there is more than one article by the same author, the classification is
chronological, from the earliest to the latest.

In compiling the four indexes, model for the indexing of the entries was the index fascicle for the
Aghtiov g Xootiavieris Agyarohoyinic Etowpeiag (Bulletin of the Christian Archaeological
Society), which was published recently by the Christian Archaeological Society'. In the index of places
and monuments the entries are classed alphabetically only on the basis of the country and the
geographical region, while correspondingly in the iconographic index, the principle of deduction from
the partial to the general was observed only for the basic entries ‘Christ’, ‘Virgin’, ‘Mariological Cycle’
and ‘Christological Cycle’. Last, in the index of general subjects the more specific entries are included
in the overall ones (see e.g. the entries ‘painter’ and ‘minor arts’).
