Its aim was to gather, preserve and study the remains of Christian Antiquity
in Greece, as also the creation of a Museum. In 1923 the Collection, Library and Photographic Archive
which the “soul” of the Society Georgios Lampakis had gathered came into the possession of the new-
ly-founded Byzantine and Christian Museum (Athens). The Society’s aim today is to promote research
and scholarly activity in the field of Byzantine and Post-Byzantine Archaeology and Art. In order to
achieve these aims, the Society organizes each April or May a three-day Symposium. It also publishes
the peer-reviewed Deltion of the Chistian Archaeologcal Society (DChAE), as well as selected monographs.

The volumes of the first publication
series included the proceedings of the Society, descriptions of new acquisitions by the Collection and references to Lampakis’ tours.
